NEW BUSINESS

SUBJECT: Review of house plans for Lot #26 According to the Conditional
Use Permit for the Marshes Light “Prior to the issuance of any building permit, a
complete design for each building, including all elevations, shall be reviewed by
the Planning Board for compliance with “The Manteo Way of Building,” Planner
Burke commented that this is a spec house and the same type of building that we
have worked with before. The PARC committee noted that the sliding glass door
should be swinging French doors as sliders are prone to leak in our environment.
Also noted was that the dormer windows on the second floor bathroom should
all be together in keeping with a bungalow style house. PARC approved the
plans with recommended changes.

SUBJECT: Review of Courthouse Courtyard plans The Dare County Arts
Council. This item was withdrawn from the agenda per the applicant’s request.

SUBJECT: Review of lighting plan for Manteo High School Tennis Courts

The Dare County Board of Education has submitted plans to install lighting that
the Tennis Courts at Manteo High School. The lights are a newer technology than
what is currently used on the other fields at the Manteo High School Campus.
The lighting is more focused and has less spill over outside of the intended area.

The lighting calculations shown are high, however they do not take into
consideration the surrounding vegetation and buffering which will lower the
foot candle counts. Scholastic lighting is limited to be shut off no later than 11PM
according to the Town Zoning Ordinance.

Staff recommends approval of the proposed lighting plan for Manteo High
School Tennis Courts in accordance with section 19-7(d) of the Town of Manteo
Zoning Ordinance.

Review to Do List:

Lighting at the Twiford’s parking lot-Mrs. Burke stated she contacted Grizelle
Fearing to see if the problem has been corrected and has not heard back from her.

Community Service rating updates-Mrs. Burke commented that the preliminary
flood maps have been released to Dare County but will take at least a year for
tinal approval. There is a problem if you search property by address and they are
working on fixing that. The County did a video on how to search for property
and is on the Government Access Channel.

Wayfinding-Request for proposals have been sent out. Member Woody asked if
there was going to be signage at the courthouse and would like some sort of
signage to be included that gives the history of the courthouse and the town.
Mrs. Burke will ask PARC to discuss this issue.

The Board briefly discussed the Dare County Arts Council item that was
removed from the agenda. Mrs. Burke commented that there is no provision in
our ordinances for stormwater retention in B-1 and the limited green space and
impermeable surface will mean nearly 100% stormwater runoff from the
courtyard. Also noted was because of the limited green space sound in the
courtyard would reverberate and may not be conducive to holding music events
in the space and also concern for neighboring properties. Lighting was another
concern and that the structure up lighting is prohibited. The design of the
staircase and is not in keeping with the Manteo Way of building. There was also
concerns about the brick wall which was suggested to be pushed back to keep it
as a deterrent to be used as a skateboarding surface.

BOARD CONCERNS COMMENTS:

Member Goodman brought up the air boat noise again and how loud it is and
would like to find out what the decibel reading was. He talked with the Marine
patrol who stated that they are not allowed to transact business but are allowed
to drop off and pick up passengers. It was asked if anyone else had complained
about the noise and Mrs. Burke commented that she would contact the police
department to see if there were any complaints.
