NEW BUSINESS

SUBJECT: 
 Recommendations to the Board of Commissioners regarding the noise ordinance. This was sent to the Planning Board by the Board of Commissioners wanting their input for an amendment to the codified ordinances and is attached to the minutes. Town Planner Erin Burke gave a brief history on how this came about by complaints received about the noise at the playground late at night and if the police are called there is nothing they can do unless there is an ordinance against this; all they can do is ask them to move along. Currently the sign at the playground says dusk to dawn. There is a codified ordinance for Cartwright Park and Mrs. Burke drafted an ordinance that mirrored that one. It was sent to the Town Attorney for review who drafted a new section to the codified ordinance that would be more prudent to incorporate all parks, not just for noise. We already have a skateboard ordinance; and a dog ordinance. Member Fearing stated that Section 39-4 item 8 made no sense, ten feet is not that far. Mrs. Burke stated she thinks that is for a decibel meter which we do not have but they are expensive to operate and maintain. Member Fearing also commented on Section 39-3 and thought that 9 p.m. for the park downtown is too early and that during the summer it doesn’t even get dark yet.  Member Goodman commented that he thought the idea was to bring people to Manteo not chase them off at 9 p.m. Member Scarborough thought that 39.3 (a) made no sense that you cannot enter any park after 9 p.m. what if you are just walking through. After much discussion the Planning Board members thought this ordinance was too complicated and would like to see an ordinance that is simplified and just states all parks within the town hours be 11 p.m. to 7 a.m. and doing it for a trial period of one (1) year and revisit after that.

OLD BUSINESS


Review to Do List
Mrs. Burke went over the to do list and stated that because of bad weather caused by storms and flooding that the CRS meeting last week was rescheduled to November. On the lighting in the parking lot of Twiford’s, Mrs. Burke will contact Dominion to see if anything can be done. She and Member Woody will get together on the wayfinding signs. The Board wanted to keep on the list the water and sewer allocations. Mrs. Burke stated she received no replies to her request for definitions of accommodations/hotels/parking standards/setback non-residential use and she will put it back out on the list serve to see if she gets any responses and these items will remain on the list. 
Member Woody commented that the General Assembly approved legislation to collect occupancy taxes on Air B&B’s and they have agreed to do so and was wondering if the County was included in that legislation. If you are not on the list you will not receive any of the occupancy tax proceeds. Mrs. Burke commented that when the General Assembly did away with privilege licenses, there is no way to track them. Town Manager Kermit Skinner will be having a Manager’s Lunch this week and the Board asked that he find out what the municipalities and County are doing about this and can report back to the Board via e-mail. 

Review Violation Ordinance List

Mrs. Burke gave the Board members an update on the Pirates Cove Pavilion violation and that a notice was sent. The Fire Marshall conducted a fire inspection and the building was significantly altered since it was approved as an open air pavilion and no permits were obtained to make those changes; besides fire code violations there are zoning code violations that need to be remedied before the building can be occupied for next year.  Accommodations have been made to allow the three (3) remaining events take place and thinks we are to receive site plans but we have not yet. There are also supposed to be sandbags in the bathrooms and they are not.  The McDonald’s has an illegal sign and Mrs. Burke will contact them. Also sign violation at Tread Quarters, they have sandwich board signs out.  Member Fearing wondered if there was something that could be done at the Creef property on Highway 64 and them renting space for All Car and Dolce Vita vehicles for advertising. Mrs. Burke commented that there is nothing in the ordinance. Member Fearing asked if the Town had in general a penalty for these violations. Mrs. Burke responded that we do. Member Fearing stated we need to start enforcing the ordinance penalty.
